Students can access Google Jamboard and have 

discussions. In addition, I can also monitor students and 

provide feedback, both during the Task cycle and during 

the Language Focus cycle.

Researcher  :  Do you think this learning model is difficult to be 

implemented through Google Classroom?

Teacher  :  It is not quite difficult, since the task is related to the 

students’ activities. The problem is the number of the 

students. Since there are around 43 students in a class, not 

all of them can participate in the learning process; only few 

of them can. The time allotment is only 70 minutes, so I 

need to pay attention to the time and the activities so that 

all of the learning syntaxes can be achieved.

Teacher  :  It is the difficulty in preparing the right media and tools that 

must be adapted to the learning activities.  

For example, in Pre-Task cycle, the difficulty lies in the 

process of determining when to use images, links to 

YouTube, Google Docs, Google Slides, and so on, so that 

all these media can be used to motivate students to get to 

know their tasks.   

Besides that, due to the time limitation, students must be 

really fast in answering if they do not want to run out of 

time. Likewise in the Task cycle, students must also be able 

to make good use of time to do their work.  

This time limitation also continues in the Language Focus 

cycle, where follow-up activities in the form of task 

assessment and discussion of language features in the form 

of word/phrase matching activities with their definitions 

are carried out.  
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Kesulitan adalah dalam mempersiapkan media dan tools 

yang tepat yang harus disesuaikan dengan kegiatan 

pembelajaran.

Teacher : We try to overcome that problem by carefully selecting the media and 

also maximizing the features available in Google 

Classroom.  

For example, through Google Drive we can access the 

Jamboard platform which is used for Task Cycle and 

Language Focus cycles.  

If students find it difficult to access it, it means they do not 

understand fully how to use the application. To overcome 

this, we can upload images in the forum feature so that the 

students can answer and discuss there, and it seems easier 

for the students.  

If there are difficulties in accessing the Google Form, we 

can use the question feature to check whether students are 

present or not.  

So some of these problems were overcome by taking 

advantage of the built-in features in Google Classroom.

Moreover, to use Google 

Jamboard, students need some time to understand how to 

use it. However, they are adapting well and are able to do 

the work there and I can provide feedback directly. Due to 

the time limitation, I sometimes implement the Language 

Focus cycle as asynchronous learning. For example, when 

the time is up, I post an assignment for the students and 

open a discussion forum outside of the lesson time, which 

can be asking students to make a brochure. Quiz is also 

used in the Language Focus cycle as a repetition of the 

tasks in the Task cycle earlier.
