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ABSTRAK

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui pengaruh literasi keuangan,
Financial Technology terhadap kinerja UMKM dengan inklusi keuangan sebagai
variabel intervening. Jenis penelitian ini adalah kuantitatif dengan menggunakan
instrumen dalam pengukurannya dan pengelolaan secara statistik. Penelitian ini
dilakukan di Kecamatan Buleleng. Populasi dalam penelitian ini adalah seluruh
UMKM yang ada di Kecamatan Buleleng dengan jumlah 7397 UMKM. Penentuan
sampel menggunakan metode purposive sampling, sehingga diperoleh sampel
sejumlah 100 data. Data yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah data primer
dan data sekunder yang diperoleh dari Dinas Perdagangan, Perindustrian, dan
Koperasi, Usaha Mikro Kecil serta hasil kuesioner yang kemudian diolah dengan
analisis jalur untuk menguji pengaruh variabel intervening dengan bantuan SPSS.
Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa (1) Literasi keuangan berpengaruh positif
terhadap kinerja UMKM. (2) Financial Technology berpengaruh positif terhadap
kinerja UMKM. (3) literasi keuangan berpengaruh positif terhadap kinerja UMKM
melalui inklusi keuangan. (4) Financial Technology berpengaruh positif terhadap
kinerja UMKM melalui inklusi keuangan. Serta dalam uji koefisien determinasi
(R2) menunjukkan hasil bahwa variabel Literasi keuangan (X1), Financial
Technology (X2) mampu mempengaruhi inklusi keuangan (Z) secara bersama-
sama sebesar 60.7%, sedangkan sisanya sebsar 39,3% dipengaruhi oleh variable
lain. Selain itu Hasil Uji Koefisien Determinasi Literasi keuangan (X1), Financial
technology (X2), dan Inklusi keuangan (Z) Terhadap Kinerja UMKM (Y)
memperoleh hasil 76.1% serta sisanya dipengaruhi varibael lain sebesar 23,9%
diluar model analisis.
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ABSTRAK

This research aims to determine the influence of financial literacy and
Financial Technology on the performance of UMKM with financial inclusion as an
intervening variable. This type of research is quantitative using instruments for
measurement and statistical management. This research was conducted in Buleleng
District. The population in this research is all UMKM in Buleleng District with a
total of 7397 UMKM. The sample was determined using the positive sampling
method, so that a sample of 100 data was obtained. The data used in this research
are primary data and secondary data obtained from the Department of Trade,
Industry and Cooperatives, Micro and Small Enterprises as well as the results of
questionnaires which were then processed using multiple path analysis to test the
influence of intervening variables with the help of SPSS. The research results show
that (1) Financial literacy has a positive effect on the performance of UMKM. (2)
Financial Technology has a positive effect on the performance of UMKM. (3)
Financial literacy has a positive effect on UMKM performance through financial
inclusion. (4) Financial Technology has a positive effect on UMKM performance
through financial inclusion. And the coefficient of determination (R2) test shows
that the variables Financial Literacy (X1), Financial Technology (X2) are able to
jointly influence financial inclusion (Z) by 60.7%, while the remaining 39.3% is
influenced by other variables. Apart from that, the results of the coefficient of
determination test for financial literacy (X1), financial technology (X2), and
financial inclusion (Z) on UMKM performance (Y) obtained a result of 76.1% and
the remainder was influenced by other variables amounting to 23.9% outside the
analysis model.
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
