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ABSTRAK 

 

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis bentuk keterlibatan perempuan 

pedagang di Pasar Banyuasri dalam pemenuhan ekonomi keluarga, 

mengidentifikasi faktor-faktor yang mempengaruhi keterlibatan perempuan dalam 

ekonomi keluarga dari perspektif teori keterlibatan perempuan, serta mengevaluasi 

dampak keterlibatan perempuan terhadap kesejahteraan keluarga mereka. 

Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan studi kasus dengan metode kualitatif. Data 

dikumpulkan melalui triangulasi teknik, yaitu observasi partisipatif, wawancara 

mendalam terhadap perempuan pedagang di Pasar Banyuasri, dan dokumentasi. 

Analisis data dilakukan menggunakan model Miles dan Huberman, yang terdiri dari 

reduksi data, penyajian data, dan penarikan kesimpulan. Hasil penelitian 

menunjukkan bahwa keterlibatan perempuan pedagang di Pasar Banyuasri dalam 

pemenuhan ekonomi keluarga terlihat dari peran mereka sebagai pencari nafkah 

utama maupun tambahan melalui aktivitas berdagang, pengelolaan pendapatan, dan 

pengambilan keputusan ekonomi rumah tangga. Keterlibatan ini dipengaruhi oleh 

faktor ekonomi, pendidikan rendah, budaya yang mendukung perempuan 

berdagang, serta fleksibilitas waktu kerja. Dampaknya mencakup meningkatnya 

pendapatan keluarga, terpenuhinya kebutuhan dasar, dan bertambahnya 

kemandirian perempuan, meskipun tetap dihadapkan pada beban kerja ganda dan 

kelelahan fisik. 
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This study aims to analyze the form of involvement of women traders in Banyuasri Market 

in fulfilling family economic needs, identify factors that influence women's involvement in 

family economic needs from the perspective of women's involvement theory, and evaluate 

the impact of women's involvement on their family's welfare. This study uses a case study 

approach with qualitative methods. Data were collected through technical triangulation, 

namely participatory observation, in-depth interviews with women traders in Banyuasri 

Market, and documentation. Data analysis was carried out using the Miles and Huberman 

model, which consists of data reduction, data presentation, and drawing conclusions. The 

results of the study indicate that the involvement of women traders in Banyuasri Market in 

fulfilling family economic needs can be seen from their role as the main or additional 

breadwinners through trading activities, income management, and household economic 

decision-making. This involvement is influenced by economic factors, low education, a 

culture that supports women trading, and flexibility of working hours. The impacts include 

increased family income, fulfillment of basic needs, and increased independence of women, 

although they are still faced with double workloads and physical fatigue. 
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
