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Abstrak

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mendeskripsikan penerapan model pembelajaran
kooperatif NHT (Numbered Heads Together) berbantuan media kartu papan
interaktif terhadap kemampuan penguasaan hiragana siswa. Selain itu, penelitian
ini juga bertujuan untuk mengetahui respon siswa terhadap model pembelajaran
kooperatif NHT. Subjek penelitian adalah 24 siswa kelas X Program Keahlian
perhotelan di SMK Pariwisata Banyuatis. Data dikumpulkan melalui tes, observasi,
dan angket, kemudian dianalisis secara kuantitatif. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan
bahwa kemampuan menulis hiragana siswa meningkat pada setiap siklus
pembelajaran. Nilai rata-rata pre-test adalah 51,5 dengan tingkat pencapaian 12,5%.
Setelah siklus I, nilai rata-rata meningkat menjadi 65,9 dengan pencapaian 45,8%.
Pada akhir siklus II, nilai rata-rata mencapai 70 dengan pencapaian 70,8%, dan pada
akhir siklus III meningkat signifikan menjadi 86,9 dengan pencapaian 95,83%.
Selain itu, respons siswa terhadap pembelajaran ini sangat positif, dengan skor rata-
rata 4,0 dari kuesioner yang diberikan.Berdasarkan hasil tersebut, dapat
disimpulkan bahwa model pembelajaran kooperatif NHT berbantuan media
interactive board card efektif meningkatkan penguasaan hiragana serta mampu
membangkitkan minat dan partisipasi aktif siswa.
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Abstract

This study aims to describe the implementation of the cooperative learning model
Numbered Heads Together (NHT) assisted by interactive board card media on
students' mastery of Hiragana. In addition, the study also aims to determine
students' responses to the cooperative learning model NHT. The research subjects
were 24 tenth-grade students of the Hospitality Program at SMK Pariwisata
Banyuatis. Data were collected through tests, observations, and questionnaires, and
then analyzed quantitatively. The results showed that students' ability to write
Hiragana improved in each learning cycle. The average pre-test score was 51.5 with
an achievement rate of 12.5%. After the first cycle, the average score increased to
65.9 with an achievement rate of 45.8%. At the end of the second cycle, the average
score reached 70 with an achievement rate of 70.8%, and at the end of the third
cycle, it significantly increased to 86.9 with an achievement rate of
95.83%.Moreover, students responded very positively to this learning model, with
an average questionnaire score of 4.0. Based on these results, it can be concluded
that the cooperative learning model NHT assisted by interactive board card media
is effective in improving Hiragana mastery and can stimulate students’ interest and
active participation.
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
