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ABSTRAK

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mendeskripsikan implementasi Project Based
Learning oleh guru bahasa Jepang di SMAN Bali Mandara, serta dampaknya
terhadap keterampilan 4C siswa. Penelitian ini menerapkan pendekatan kualitatif
deskriptif dengan teknik pengumpulan data melalui observasi, wawancara,
penyebaran angket, serta dokumentasi. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa guru
telah mengimplementasikan model PjBL dengan baik dan sistematis sesuai tahapan
yang dianjurkan,yaitu memulai dengan pertanyaan mendasar, merancang rencana
proyek, membuat jadwal, memantau siswa dan perkembangan proyek, menilai hasil
proyek serta mengevaluasi pengalaman. Implementasi PjBL juga berdampak positif
terhadap keterampilan 4C siswa. Selama pelaksanaan proyek, siswa menunjukkan
kemampuan berpikir kritis melalui pemecahan masalah, kreativitas dalam menyusun
konten, komunikasi yang efektif dalam diskusi kelompok, serta kolaborasi yang baik
dalam menyelesaikan tugas bersama.

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ABSTRACT

This study aims to describe the implementation of Project Based Learning (PjBL)
by Japanese language teachers at SMA Negeri Bali Mandara and its impact on
students’ 4C skills. A descriptive qualitative approach was employed, with data
collected through observation, interviews, questionnaires, and documentation. The
findings indicate that the teacher has implemented the PJBL model effectively and
systematically in accordance with the recommended stages, which include initiating
with a driving question, designing a project plan, creating a schedule, monitoring
students and project progress, assessing project outcomes, and evaluating the overall
experience. The implementation of PjBL has had a positive impact on students’ 4C
skills. During the project, students demonstrated critical thinking through problem-
solving, creativity in content development, effective communication in group
discussions, and strong collaboration in completing tasks.
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
