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ABSTRAK

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis praktik pencatatan keuangan dan
pengelolaan utang dalam konteks keberlangsungan usaha Banten Serati Jero Peni.
Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan kualitatif deskriptif dengan metode studi
kasus. Teknik pengumpulan data dilakukan melalui observasi, wawancara, dan
dokumentasi. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa pencatatan keuangan masih
dilakukan secara manual dan belum terstruktur, tanpa pemisahan antara keuangan
pribadi dan usaha. Demikian pula, pengelolaan utang dilakukan secara informal tanpa
dokumentasi tertulis. Kondisi informal ini menjadikan usaha sangat bergantung pada
memori dan hubungan sosial, yang di satu sisi menopang kelancaran operasional,
namun di sisi lain juga menghadirkan potensi risiko bagi keberlanjutan usaha di masa
depan. Selain tantangan tersebut, keberlangsungan usaha Serati Jero Peni turut
ditopang oleh berbagai faktor lain. Ini meliputi kualitas produk yang konsisten,
keahlian tradisional, etos kerja pemilik, biaya operasional yang rendah, fleksibilitas
struktur, jaringan relasi sosial yang kuat, kepercayaan komunitas, serta dukungan
lingkungan sosial-budaya setempat. Oleh karena itu, diperlukan peningkatan literasi
keuangan dan penggunaan sistem pencatatan sederhana yang lebih tertib untuk
penguatan usaha.
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ABSTRACT

This research aims to analyze financial recording practices and debt management
within the context of the sustainability of the Serati Jero Peni Banten business. This
study utilizes a descriptive qualitative approach with a case study method. Data
collection techniques included observation, interviews, and documentation. The
research findings indicate that financial records are still maintained manually and are
unstructured, with no clear separation between personal and business finances.
Similarly, debt management is conducted informally without written documentation.
This informal condition makes the business highly dependent on memory and social
relationships, which on one hand supports operational smoothness, but on the other
hand also presents potential risks for the business's future continuity. Aside from these
challenges, the sustainability of the Serati Jero Peni business is also supported by
various other factors. These include consistent product quality, traditional expertise,
the owner's work ethic, low operational costs, structural flexibility, strong social
relationship networks, community trust, and supportive local socio-cultural
environment. Therefore, an increase in financial literacy and the use of simpler, more
organized recording systems are needed to strengthen the business.
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
