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Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mendeskripsikan jenis implikatur percakapan, 
jenis humor, serta maksud implikatur percakapan dalam membangun humor pada 
meme di grup Facebook KUMEKUI (Kumpulan Meme Kucing Indonesia). 
Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan deskriptif kualitatif dengan sumber data 
berupa meme yang mengandung tuturan humor. Pengumpulan data dilakukan 
menggunakan metode simak dan teknik catat. Data dianalisis menggunakan teori 
implikatur percakapan George Yule dan teori jenis humor. Hasil penelitian 
menunjukkan bahwa ditemukan tiga jenis implikatur percakapan, yaitu implikatur 
percakapan umum, implikatur percakapan khusus, dan implikatur percakapan 
berskala. Selain itu, ditemukan beberapa jenis humor, yaitu idiom, ironi, lelucon, 
parodi, permainan kata, teka-teki, dan spoonerisme. Implikatur percakapan dalam 
meme berperan dalam membangun humor melalui makna tersirat yang dipahami 
pembaca berdasarkan konteks komunikasi, pengalaman sosial, dan pengetahuan 
bersama. Humor dalam meme tidak hanya dibangun melalui unsur visual dan 
tuturan secara literal, tetapi juga melalui proses penafsiran makna implisit yang 
menimbulkan efek kelucuan bagi pembaca. Dengan demikian, implikatur 
percakapan memiliki peran penting dalam membangun humor pada meme di grup 
Facebook KUMEKUI.

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ABSTRACT 

This study aims to describe the types of conversational implicature, the types 
of humor, and the intention of conversational implicature in constructing humor in 
memes from the Facebook group KUMEKUI (Kumpulan Meme Kucing Indonesia). 
This research employed a descriptive qualitative approach with meme utterances 
containing humor as the data source. The data were collected through observation 
and note-taking techniques. The data were analyzed using George Yule9s theory of 
conversational implicature and humor classification theory. The findings revealed 
three types of conversational implicature, namely generalized conversational 
implicature, particularized conversational implicature, and scalar implicature. In 
addition, several types of humor were identified, including idiom, irony, joke, 
parody, wordplay, riddle, and spoonerism. Conversational implicature in the 
memes plays a role in constructing humor through implied meanings interpreted by 
readers based on communication context, social experience, and shared knowledge. 
Humor in the memes is not only constructed through visual elements and literal 
utterances, but also through the interpretation of implicit meanings that create 
humorous effects for readers. Therefore, conversational implicature plays an 
important role in constructing humor in memes within the KUMEKUI Facebook 
group. 
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
